If any tax to which this section applies is enacted subsequent to the date of this Mortgage, this event sha_ll have the
same effect as an Event of Default, and Lender may exercise any or all of its available remedies for an Event of Default as provided be_low
unless Grantor either (1) pays the tax before it becomes delinquent, or (2) contests the tax as provided above in the Taxes and Liens

section and deposits with Lender cash or a sufficient corporate surety bond or other security satisfactory to Lender.

FURTHER ASSURANCES: ATTORNEY-IN-FACT. The following provisions relating to further assurances and attorney-in-fact are a part of this
Mortgage.:

Further Assurances. At any time, and from time to time, upon request of Lender, Grantor will make, execute and deliver, or will cause to
