representations, warranties, and agreements as set forth herein. Grantor and Borrower share
common members/officers/directors/shareholders and Grantor and Borrower share common
business interests. As security for the Borrower’s obligations under the same, the Grantor has

agreed to execute and deliver this Agreement to the Lender.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing Recitals and Loan, the
mutual covenants and agreements set forth herein and for other good and valuable consideration,
the receipt and sufficiency of which are herein acknowledged, the Lender and the Grantor agree

as follows:

]. Grant_of Mortgage. For valuable consideration, Grantor mortgages, grants,
bargains, sells and conveys to Lender all of Grantor’s right, title, and interest in and to the

Grantor presently assigns to Lender all of Grantor’s right, title, and interest in and to all present
and future leases of the Property and all Rents from the Property. In addition, Grantor grants to
Lender a Unrform Commercral Code security interest 1in the Personal Property and Rents
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OBLIGATIONS, DEBTS AND LIABILITIES, PLUS INTEREST THEREON, OF EITHER

provisions of this Mortgage do not conflict with, or result in a default under any agreement or other
instrument binding upon Grantor and do not result in a violation of any law, regulation, court
‘decree or order applicable to Grantor; (d) Grantor has established adequate means of obtaining
from Borrower on a continuing basis information about Borrower’s financial condition; (¢) Lender
has made no representation to Grantor about Borrower (including without limitation the
creditworthiness of Borrower); and (f) this Mortgage 1s executed as required by the Articles of
Organization and Operating Agreement and amendments as provided by Borrower.

4, Payment and Performance. Except as otherwise provided in this Mortgage,
Borrower shall pay to Lender all Indebtedness secured by this Mortgage as 1t becomes due, and
Borrower and Grantor shall strictly perform all Borrower’s and Grantor’s obligations under this
Mortgage.

Grantor has no knowledge of, or reason to believe that there has been, except as
previously disclosed to and acknowledged by Lender in writing, (a) any breach or
violation of any Environmental Laws, (b) any use, generation, manufacture, storage,
treatment, disposal, release or threatened release of any Hazardous Substance on,
under, about or from the Property by any prior owners or occupants of the Property, or
(c) any actual or threatened litigation or claims of any kind by any person relating to

in writing, (a) neither Grantor nor any tenant, contractor, agent or other authorized user

Grantor hereby (1) releases and waives any future claims against Lender for indemnaity
or contribution in the event Grantor becomes liable for cleanup or other costs under
any such laws; and (2) agrees to indemnify, detend, and hold harmless Lender against
any and all claims, losses, liabilities, damages, penalties, and expenses which Lender
may directly or indirectly sustain or suffer resulting from a breach of this section of the
Mortgage or as a consequence of any use, generation, manufacture, storage, disposal,
release or threatened release occurring prior to Grantor’s ownership or interest in the
Property, whether or not the same was or should have been known to Grantor. The

pay immediately when due the cost of removal of any such wastes or substances from,
and keep the Property free of any lien imposed pursuant to such laws, rules, regulations

and orders.

Grantor shall not install or permit to be installed 1n or on the Property, friable asbestos
or any substance containing asbestos and deemed hazardous by federal, state or local
laws, rules, regulations or orders respecting such material. Grantor shall further not
install or permit the installation of any machinery, equipment or fixtures containing -
polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) on or in the Property. With respect to any such
material or materials currently present in or on the Property, Grantor shall promptly
comply with all applicable Env1r0nmental Laws regarding the sate removal thereof, at

‘Grantor’s expense.

~ Grantor shall ndemnity and defend Lender and hold Lender harmless from and against
all loss, cost, damage and expense (including, without limitation, attorneys’ fees and
costs incurred 1n the investigation, detense and settlement of claims) that Lender may
incur as a result of or in connection with the assertion against Lender of any claim
relating to the presence or removal of any Hazardous Substance, or compliance with
any Environmental Law. No notice from any governmental body has ever been served

“the environmental state, condition or quality of the Property, or the use thereof, or
requiring or calling attention to the need for any work, repairs, construction, removal,
cleanup, alterations, demolition, renovation or installation on, or in connection with,
the Property in order to comply with any Environmental Law; and upon receipt of any
such notice, Grantor shall take any and all steps, and shall perform any and all actions
necessary or appropriate to comply with the same, at Grantor’s expense. In the event
Grantor fails to do so, Lender may declare this Mortgage to be in default.

“iv.  Nuisance, Waste. Grantor shall not cause, conduct or permit any nuisance nor commit,
permit, or suffer any stripping of or waste on or to the Property or any portion of the

- Property. Without limiting the generality of the foregomg, Grantor will not remove, or

~ grant to any other party the right to remove, any timber, minerals (mcludmg o1l and
gas), coal, clay, scora, soil, gravel or rock products without Lender’s prior written

consent.

v.  Removal of Improvements. Grantor shall not demolish or remove any Improvements
~trom the Real Property without Lender’s prior written consent. As a condition to the
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removal of any Improvements, Lender may require Grantor to make arrangements
“satisfactory to Lender to replace such Improvements with Improvements of at least

~ equal value.

Vi.  Lender’s Right to Enter. Lender and Lender’s agents and representatives may enter
upon the Real Property at all reasonable times to attend to Lender’s interests and to

o *_._flnspect the Real Property for ‘purposes of Grantor’s comphance with the terms and
~ conditions of this Mortgage ' '

vii.  Compliance with Governmental Requirements. Grantor shall promptly comply with
all laws, ordinances, and regulations, now or hereafter in effect, of all governmental
authorities applicable to the use or occupancy of the Property, including without
limitation, the Americans With Disabilities Act. Grantor may contest in good faith any
such law, ordinance, or regulation and withhold compliance during any proceeding,
including appropriate appeals, so long as Grantor has notified Lender in writing prior
to doing so and so long as, in Lender’s sole opinion, Lender’s interests in the Property
are not jeopardized. Lender may require Grantor to post adequate security or a surety

~ bond, reasonably satisfactory to Lender, to protect Lender’s interest.

viii.  Duty to Protect. Grantor agrees neither to abandon nor leave unattended the Property.
Grantor shall do all other acts, in addition to those acts set forth above in this section,
which from the character and use of the Property are reasonably necessary to protect
and preserve the Property.

0. Due on Sale - Consent by Lender. Lender may, at Lender’s option, declare
immediately due and payable all sums secured by this Mortgage upon the sale or transfer, without

Lender’s prior written consent, of all or any part of the Real Property, or any interest in the Real
~ Property. A “sale or transter” means the conveyance of Real Property or any right, title or interest
in the Real Property; whether legal, beneticial or equitable; whether voluntary or involuntary;
whether by outright sale, deed, installment sale contract, land contract, contract for deed, leasehold
interest with a term greater than three (3) years, lease-option contract, or by sale, assignment, or
transfer of any beneficial interest in or to any land trust holding title to the Real Property, or by
any other method of conveyance of an interest in the Real Property. If any Grantor is a corporation,
partnership or limited liability company, transfer also includes any change in ownership of more
than twenty-five percent (25%) of the voting stock, partnership interests or limited lhability
company interests, as the case may be, of such Grantor. However, this option shall not be exercised
by Lender if such exercise is prohibited by federal law or by Alabama law.

7. - Taxes and Liens. The following provisions relating to the taxes and liens on the

i.  Payment. Grantor shall pay when due (and in all events prior to delinquency) all taxes,
payroll taxes, special taxes, assessments, water charges and sewer service charges
levied against or on account of the Property, and shall pay when due all claims for work
done on or for services rendered or material furnished to the Property.

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11.  Right to Contest. Grantor may withhold payment of any tax, assessment, or claim in
‘connection with a good faith dispute over the obligation to pay, so long as Lender’s
interest in the Property 1s not jeopardized. If a lien arises or 1s filed as a result of
nonpayment, Grantor shall within fifteen (15) days after the lien arises or, 1f a lien 1s
filed, within fifteen (15) days after Grantor has notice of the filing, secure the discharge
of the lien, or if requested by Lender, deposit with Lender cash or a sufficient corporate

wos gqurety bond or other security satisfactory to Lender in an amount sufficient to discharge =«

the lien plus any costs and attorneys’ fees, or other charges that could accrue  as a
result of a foreclosure or sale under the lien. In any contest, Grantor shall detend 1tself
and Lender and shall satisfy any adverse judgment before enforcement against the
Property. Grantor shall name Lender as an additional obligee under any surety bond
furnished in the contest proceedings.

iii.  Evidence of Payment. Grantor shall upon demand furnish to Lender satisfactory
~ evidence of payment of the taxes or assessments and shall authorize the appropriate

covernmental official to deliver to Lender at any time a written statement of the taxes
and assessments against the Property.

- 1v.  Notice of Construction. Grantor shall notify Lender at least fifteen (15) days before any
work 1s commenced, any services are furnished, or any materials are supplied to the
Property, if any mechanic’s lien, materialmen’s lien, or other lien could be asserted on
account of the work, services, or materials. Grantor will upon request of Lender furnish
- to Lender advance assurances satistactory to Lender that Grantor can and will pay the
cost of such improvements. '

8.  Property Damage Insurance. The following provrslons relating to 1nsur1ng the
Property are a part of this Mortgage:

1. Maintenance of Insurance. Grantor shall procure and maintain policies of fire insurance
with standard extended coverage endorsements on a replacement basis for the full
insurable value covering all Improvements on the Real Property in an amount sufficient
to avoid application of any coinsurance clause, and with a standard mortgagee clause
in favor of Lender. Grantor shall also procure and maintain comprehensive general
liability insurance in such coverage amounts as Lender may request with Lender being
named as additional insureds 1n such hability insurance policies. Additionally, Grantor
shall maintain such other insurance, including but not limited to hazard, business
interruption and boiler insurance as Lender may require. Policies shall be written by
such insurance companies and in such form as may be reasonably acceptable to Lender.
Grantor shall deliver to Lender certificates of coverage from each insurer containing a
stipulation that coverage will not be cancelled or diminished without a minimum of
thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to Lender and not containing any disclaimer of the

1nsurer’s liability for failure to give such notice. Each insurance policy also shall
include an endorsement providing that coverage 1n tavor ot Lender will not be impaired
in any way by any act, omission or default of Grantor or any other person. Should the
Real Property be located in an area designated by the Administrator of the Federal
Emergency Management Agency as a special flood hazard area, Grantor agrees to
obtain and maintain Federal Flood Insurance, if available, for the full unpaid principal
balance of the loan and any prior liens on the property securing the loan, up to the

rees oot UMW
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maximum policy limits set under the National Flood Insurance Program, or as
otherwise required by Lender, and to maintain such insurance for the term of the loan.

11.  Application of Proceeds. Grantor shall promptly notity Lender of any loss or damage
to the Property. Lender may make proof of loss 1f Grantor fails to do so within fifteen

(15) days of the casualty. Whether or not Lender’s security 1s impaired, Lender may,

. at Lender S electlon recelve and retaln the proceeds of any msurance and apply the_‘, o

proceeds to the reduction of the Indebtedness, payment of any lien affectrng the
Property, or the restoration and repair of the Property. If Lender elects to apply the
proceeds to restoration and repair, Grantor shall repair or replace the damaged or
destroyed Improvements in a manner satisfactory to Lender. Lender shall, upon
satisfactory proof of such expenditure, pay or reimburse Grantor from the proceeds for
the reasonable cost of repair or restoration if Grantor is not in default under this
Mortgage. Any proceeds which have not been disbursed within 180 days after their
receipt and which Lender has not committed to the repair or restoration of the Property
shall be used first to pay any amount owing to Lender under this Mortgage, then to
pay accrued interest, and the remainder, if any, shall be applied to the principal balance

~ of the Indebtedness. If Lender holds any proceeds after payment 1n full of the
" Indebtedness, such proceeds shall be paid to Grantor as Grantor’s interests may appear.

i11.  Unexpired Insurance at Sale. Any unexpired insurance shall inure to the benefit of,
and pass to, the purchaser of the PrOperty covered by this Mortgage at any trustee’s
sale or other sale held under the provisions of this Mortgage, or at any foreclosure sale

of such Property.

iv.  Grantor’s Report on Insurance. Upon request of Lender, however not more than once
a year, Grantor shall furnish to Lender a report on each existing policy of insurance

showing: (1) the name of the insurer; (2) the risks msured; (3) the amount of the policy;

(4) the property insured, the then current replacement value of such property, and the
manner of determining that value; and (5) the expiration date of the policy. Grantor
shall, upon request of Lender, have an independent appraiser satlsfactory to Lender
determine the cash value replacement cost of the Property.

9. Lender’s Exgendlture If any action or proceeding 1s commenced that would
materially affect Lender’s interest in the Property or 1f Grantor fails to comply with any provision
of this Mortgage or any Related Documents, 1nclud1ng but not limited to Grantor’s failure to
discharge or pay when due any amounts Grantor 1s required to discharge or pay under this
Mortgage or any Related Documents, Lender on Grantor’s behalf may (but shall not be obligated
to) take any action that Lender deems appropriate, including but not limited to discharging or
paying all taxes, liens, security interests, encumbrances and other claims, at any time levied or
placed on the Property and paying all costs for insuring, maintaining and preserving the Property.
All such expenditures incurred or paid by Lender for such purposes will then bear interest at the
rate charged under the Note, or the maximum rate permitted by law, whichever is less, from the
date incurred or pa1d by Lender to the date of repayment by Grantor. All such expenses will
become a part of the Indebtedness and, at Lender’s option, will (A) be payable on demand; (B) be
added to the balance of the Note and be apportioned among and be payable with any installment
payments to become due during either (1) the term of any applicable insurance policy; or (2) the
remaining term of the Note; or (C) be treated as a balloon payment which will be due and payable
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at the Note’s maturity. The Mortgage also will secure payment of these amounts. Such right shall
~ be 1n addition to all other rights and remedies to which Lender may be entitled upon Default.

10.  Warranty; Defense of Title. The followmg provisions relating to ownership of the
Property are a part of this Mortgage:

1o Title: Grantor warrants.that: (a) Grantor-holds good.and marketable.title. of record-to.... . .

the Property 1in fee simple, free and clear of all liens and encumbrances other than those
set torth in the Real Property description or in any title insurance policy, title report, or
final title opinion 1ssued in favor of, and accepted by, Lender in connection with this
Mortgage, and (b) Grantor has the full n ght power, and authority to execute and deliver

this Mortgage to Lender.

11.  Defense of Title. Subject to the exception in the paragraph above, Grantor warrants and
will forever defend the title to the Property against the lawful claims of all persons. In
the event any action or proceeding is commenced that questions Grantor’s title or the
interest of Lender under this Mortgage, Grantor shall defend the action at Grantor’s
expense. Grantor may be the nominal party in such proceeding, but Lender shall be

‘entitled to participate in the proceeding and to be represented in the proceeding by

- counsel of Lender’s own choice, and Grantor will deliver, or cause to be delivered, to
Lender such 1nstruments as Lender may request from time to time to permit such

participation.

iii.  Compliance with Laws. Grantor warrants that the Proiperty and Grantor’s use of the
- Property complies with all existing applicable laws, ordinances, and regulatlons of

governmental authorities.

1iv.  Survival of Representations and Warranties. All representations, warranties, and
agreements made by Grantor 1n this Mortgage shall survive the execution and delivery
of this Mortgage, shall be continuing 1n nature, and shall remain in full force and effect
until such time as Borrower’s Indebtedness shall be paid in full.

11.  Condemnation. The following ii)rOVisiQns relating to condemnation proceedings
are a part of this Mortgage: _

1.  Notice of Proceedings. Grantor shall immediately notify Lender in writing should all
or any part of the Property become subject to any condemnation or expropriation

proceedings or other similar proceedings, including without limitation, any
- condemnation, confiscation, eminent domain, inverse condemnation or temporary
requisition or taking of the mortgaged Property, or any part or parts of the Property.
“Grantor further agrees to promptly take such steps as may be necessary and proper
within Lender’s sole judgment and at Grantor’s expense, to defend any such
condemnation or expropriation proceedings and obtain the proceeds derived from such
proceedings. Grantor shall not agree to any:settlement or compromise or any
condemnation or expropriation claim without Lender’s prior written consent.

11.  Lender’s Participation. Lender may, at Lender’s sole option, elect to participate in any
such condemnation or expropriation proceedings and be represented by counsel of
Lender’s choice. Grantor agrees to provide Lender with such documentation as Lender

~ Conduct of Proceedings. 1t Grantor fails to defend any such condemnation or

expropriation proceedings to Lender’s satisfaction, Lender may undertake the defense

e i oOf such a proceedlng for and on behalf of Grantor. To this end, Grantor irrevocably

appornts Lender as Grantor’s agent and attorney-m fact, such agency being coupled
with an interest, to bring, defend, adjudicate, settle, or otherwise compromise such

‘condemnation or expropriation claims; it being understood, however, that, unless one
~or more Events of Default (other than the condemnation or expropriation of the

Property) then exists under this Mortgage, Lender will not agree to any final settlement
or compromise of any such condemnation or expropriation claim Wlthout Grantor’s
prior approval, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.

Application of Net Proceeds. Lender shall have the right to receive all proceeds derived
or to be derived from the condemnation, expropriation, confiscation, eminent domain,
